I = the youngest of the family of eight children, four beys anc
four girls., I will try and relzte what my parents iold me, where they were born and experiences
they had after arriving in America.

My parents were born in Eurcve, place called Essens, wh“ch is now a vart of Germany.
¥ather was born Dec. 25, 1858, died July 1934, Mother was born April 18, 1852, died
Nov. 27, 1927.

As I remember heing told thet Mother's Mother died when she was guite young, someiime later
Grandiather remarried. Mother and father were married in 1878 or 1879.

Mlong in 1880, Father heard what 2 good place America was, sc what possessions they had,
Father sold, toeck hali and left the other half for Mother. With what money Father had, it was
only enough for his passage to fmeriea. He landed in Baltimore and near Bsltimore he found
work on a truck farm.

Ater Father left for Americe, Mother went to live with her Father andStep-mother. In
the meantime Kose was born in 1880, Father had been gone for nesrly a year and Mother did not
hear from Father. (Imight mention here that neither Mother or Father had schooling. Where they
were born, only the rich or well to do received any education.) Mother said her Step Mother
did not make things very plessant, s&ying that her husband was in Mmerica having a good time
and that she would rot see him again. Moihers leve and fazith for Father was never diminished
however and finally she went to talk with the parisk priest asking for advice. She told him she
had just enough money for her passage to Mmerica, and she knew from what port Father sailed from
and where he would have landed.

She started with Rose who was just & few monihs cld an€ landed in Baltimore with nc money
or place to go, or where Fether was. GShe was sitiing in the terminsl there, hungry, with ne fooc
for herself or for Rose when & very kind lady saw her plight and came to her. It so happened
this lady could speak German and this lady told Mother io stay put and she would go and geil
some milk for Hose and food fo» Mother. This lady operated a truck farm not too far from
Baltimore and told Mother she could come with her, earn her keep and be paid 2 little. Just how
long Mother stayed there I do not remember being told. There were severzl truck farms in that
vieinity and it so happened that Father was working on & farm not toe {ar from where Mother was,
neither knowing how close they were for some time. One day Father had his foreman write a letter
to Mother. They both went to the Post Office to mail the leiter to Hutber in Eurcpe, and the
Fostman sald it was furny that & truck farmer noi ioo far distant said a lady by thet name was
working there. Father szid it was not possitle to be his wife as she was still in Europe. The
postman had a different idea and contacted the iruck Tarmer where Mother was working and sure
enough this is how they got back logether in jimerica.

Wext, where were ther to go. bBoth truck farmers know they had dependable workers and in
the end it was decided that the wife should go with her husband. Mother and Father stayed and
vorzed on the farm for several years but Father did not went continue being 2 fz2m hend.

Father lesrned that men were being hired in 0il City, Pa. to work on the railreoad. To
031 City Mother and Fether went. I do not remember how long they stayed, but frem 0il City
they were seni ito Dents Fun, Ps. to work on the Allehany Valley RR which was latesd to be known
&= the Low Grade Branch c¢f ihe Penn KR.

Mother and Father moved to Dents Run, Pa. late in 1885, They lived ihere until early
1890. Next they moved to Penfield, Pz. where they bought s home. Father continued to work on
the railroad. He won the admiration of the Supervisor #nd was made Section foreman and sent io
Caledonia, Pa. in 1900.
